This series originally included a variety of records relating to the Rebellion
of 1837-1838 and the subsequent Commission on Rebellion Losses. Careful
examination of the documents indicated a need for reorganization of the
series. The contents of several volumes have therefore been integrated into
other series. This description should not be considered final, as further
examination may indicate the need for additional transfers. The Shelf List
which follows this inventory entry provides an overview of the volumes
remaining in the series.

Other records relating to the Rebellion, specifically to magistrates and
police forces, are found in RG 4, B 14 and B 24. Applications for pardons are
found in RG #, B 20 and gaol returns (lists of prisoners) in RG 4, B 2.
Researchers should note that related records are found in the series "Les
événements de 1837 et 1838" at the Archives nationales du Québec, a
calendar of which was published in the Rapport of that institution for 1925-
1926, pages 146-329,

The addresses to the Governor on the subject of annexation, 1849-1850
(volumes 4-5, pages 1075-1375) were determined to be astray from the
numbered correspondence series of the Provincial Secretary (RG #4, C 1) and
were reintegrated into that series in 1983,

The records of the Commission on Rebellion Losses, 1850-1852, found in
volumes 7 (pages 1-424), 8 and 9 (pages 1-510) represent only a fraction of
what the Commissioners produced. Some of the records (volume 6, pages
1376-1428) were found to relate to Canada West and were transferred to RG
5, B 44 about 1974, Researchers should note that records of the
Commission are also found in RG 19, series E 5 b (volumes 400l-4004).

Several finding aids have been produced to describe the constituent portions
of this series. These were reviewed in 1985 and consolidated to facilitate
use. Finding Aid 504 now provides an alphabetic listing of the persons
against whom charges were laid and depositions made (volume 1); a list of
the communities from which addresses or resolutions of loyalty were
presented (volumes 2-3); and an alphabetic listing of persons who made
claims to the Commissioners inquiring into Rebellion Losses (volume 7). The
introduction provides a record of the previous locations for these three lists.
Researchers focusing on the Rebellion should also consult Finding Aid 910, a
thematic guide to sources on the events of 1837-1838.

Volume I was microfilmed in 1986 on reel H-1735. Researchers are asked to
use the microfilm, pending conservation treatment of the originals.

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INTRODUCTORY NOTES

The miscellaneous nature of the records in RG 4, B 37 has long been
a cause of problems to archivists and researchers alike. There appeared
to be three distinct units of material organized together: accusations of
treason and addresses of Toyalty from the immediate period of the Rebelljon;
addresses to the Governor on the subject of annexation, 1849-1850; and
records of the Commission of inquiry into Rebellion Losses, 1850-1853.
Examination showed that some material was misfiled in B 37, since it more
properly belonged with the Provincial Secretary's numbered correspondence
files in C 1 or, indeed, in RG 5, B 44 with other records of the Commissioners
relating to claims from the former province of Upper Canada. These records
were transferred to the appropriate series in 1974 and 1983, as noted in
the Shelf List for this series.

While still far from ideal, the arrangement of the records remaining
in this series is largely fixed by the documents having been numbered and
by the frequency of research use. Consideration of both costs to reorganize
the material and the effects on old references to these documents Teads to
the conclusion that further changes are inappropriate. A record of the files
transferred in 1974 and 1983 is maintained in the Pre-Confederation Archives

section.

Description of the series was found to be Tess than satisfactory. Three
finding aids were formerly used to describe the documents in volume 1 (the
old Finding Aid 622), in volumes 2-3 (the old Finding Aid 504) and in
volume 7 (the old Finding Aid 621). These listing have been reviewed and
incorporated into this new text filed as Finding Aid 504.

The 1istings for the various records remaining in RG 4, B 37 differ
in Tevel of detail and sequence of presentation. Effectively, volumes 1-3
and 7 are Tisted in detail; volumes 4-6 eliminated through transfers, and
volumes 8-10 are described in general in the Shelf List which accompanies
the Inventory Entry.



INTRODUCTORY NOTES (cont'd)

The listing for volume 1 presents in alphabetic order the names
of persons against whom information was laid through affidavits, letters
and associated documents -- the subject of the documents -- and the
names of the justices before whom the depositions were made. The names
of deponents (witnesses) are not generally included in this listing,
unless they were also accused. The place of residence is sometines
indicated. Not correlation to records held elsewhere was made.

The Tist for volume 1 indicates only the first page of an item,
providing no clue as to its length. Most are two pages or more in length,
and the endorsement of the last page frequently clarifies both the date
of the document and the names of persons involved.

The 1isting for volumes 2-3 is in chronological sequence, reflecting
the order of the documents within the volumes. The number of pages per
item is specified, as are the existence or absence of enclosures mentioned
in covering letters and other peculiarities. The description is in English
or French, according to the Tanguage of the original document. This level
of description is in complete contrast to that for volumes 1 and 7, where
the nature of the documents is not specified.

The listing for volume 7 presents in alphabetic order the names of
persons who submitted the claims found in this volume, without specifying
whether the claim was presented through petitions, affidavits or oo<1mmuomu
dence, nor whether the claim contains more than one document, nor its length.
The Tist identifies the claim by a document number, which is the sequence
of the claims in this volume. That document number (in pencil on the face of
the first page) bears no relation to the claim numbers used in volumes 8
and 9 by the Commissioners, even though claim numbers are endorsed on the
back of the documents (in ink). The 1ist for volume 7 thus serves only to
locate documents in that volume; to trace related documents and information
(in volumes 8-9 of this series or in RG 19, volumes 4001-4004), one must use
the claim numbers found in the endorsements.



The list which follows (formerly shelved as Finding Aid 622
and now incorporated into Finding Aid 504) presents in alphabetic order
the names of persons against whom information was laid through the
affidavits, correspondence and associated records relating to the Treason
Trials of 1838-1839 in RG 4, B 37, volume 1. Some names of the justices
before whom the depositions were made and other officials are included

in the listing, but the names of deponents were not generally included.

NOTE: The list identifies only the first page of most items, giving
little indication of the total number of pages involved. As the endorse-
ments frequently clarify the dates and other details, and are paginated,

researchers should assume that each item is at least two pages in length.
