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 INTRODUCTION 
 
 This collection was first initiated by the former Library of the National Postal Museum 
(Canada Post Corporation).  Much of the material was accumulated by staff through the years 
from donation and purchases.  Many of the earlier items were donated by the bibliophile R.A. 
Jamieson, a specialist in philatelic literature who was active in philatelic circles until the 1960's. 
 
 The collection consists mainly of Canadian philatelic dealer's price lists, as the title 
suggests.  There are, in addition to this, notices of private treaty sales, philatelic supply 
catalogues, philatelic literature price lists, and special stamp and cover promotions from 
Canadian dealers.  Dealer's logos and order forms have also been preserved in the collection.  A 
brief second section of the collection contains non-Canadian dealer's "Canadiana" material, again 
primarily consisting of dealer's price lists. 
 
 The material covered in the collection dates from 1872 to 2006.  There are several items 
of particular interest in the earlier material.  Among them is a small catalogue "expressly for 
young collectors" published in 1894 by A.F. Wicks, as well as a series of catalogues entitled The 
Philatopic Monthly, put out by the Empire Stamp Corporation during the World War II era, 
which contain articles and poems that evoke the context of the times.  A further item, of special 
relevance to the Canadian Postal Archives, is an article concerning the creation of "bogus local 
post labels" by Samuel Allan Taylor, former Canadian/American philatelic dealer. Some of the 
material referred to in this article is now part of the Canadian Postal Archives collections.  The 
article appeared in a circular published by Birt, Williams and Company in 1872.  Finally, there is 
a fine bound collection of the Emco Circular, published by Marks Stamp Company of Toronto 
that spans the years 1921 to 1966. 
 
 The finding aid is organized alphabetically by dealer's name, with reference to date and 
location beside each entry.  Within the files the material is ordered chronologically. 
 
 Publications of Gary J. Lyon in volumes 7, 8, 9 and 10 (except 1 file), the Saskatoon 
Stamp Centre in volume 11 (except a few files) and Richard M. Lamb in volumes 5 and 6 have 
been transferred to the legal deposit section of Library and Canada in 2008, 2009 and 2010. 
Please consult the catalogue of the library (Search Library) to search for these publications. 
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 INTRODUCTION  
 
  Le rassemblement de cette collection a d'abord été entrepris par l'ancien Musée national 
des postes (Société canadienne des postes). La majorité des pièces ont été accumulées par le 
personnel de cet organisme au cours des ans, grâce à des dons et des achats. Bon nombres des 
pièces les plus anciennes sont des dons du bibliophile R.A. Jamieson, un spécialiste en littérature 
philatélique qui fut actif dans ce domaine jusque dans les années 1960.  
 
 La collection se compose principalement de listes de prix de marchands philatéliques 
canadiens, comme le titre le donne à entendre. Elle comprend aussi des avis de ventes par accord 
privé, des catalogues de matériel philatélique, des listes de prix de publications philatéliques, 
ainsi que de la publicité de marchands canadiens portant notamment sur des timbres spéciaux. 
Des logos de marchands et des formulaires de commande font également partie de la collection. 
La collection comprend aussi quelques pièces de marchands non canadiens, mais qui concernent 
le Canada et qui sont en grande partie des listes de prix.  
 
 Les pièces de cette collection ont une origine qui s'étend de l872 à 2006. Plusieurs parmi 
les plus anciennes présentent un intérêt particulier. Il y a notamment un petit catalogue destiné 
expressément aux jeunes collectionneurs et publié en l894 par A.F. Wicks, ainsi qu'une série de 
catalogues intitulée The Philatopic Monthly, produite par l'Empire Stamp Corporation pendant la 
Seconde Guerre mondiale et qui renferme des articles et poèmes évoquant ces circonstances. 
Une autre pièce qui présente un intérêt particulier pour les Archives postales canadiennes est un 
article concernant la création à l'échelon local de fausses étiquettes postales par Samuel Allan 
Taylor, un ancien marchand canadien et américain de matériel philatélique. Quelques-unes des 
pièces mentionnées dans cet article font maintenant partie des collections des Archives postales 
canadiennes. Cet article a paru dans une circulaire publiée par Birt, Williams and Company en 
l872. Enfin, la collection comprend un recueil bien relié de l'Emco Circular, ouvrage publié par 
la Marks Stamp Company, de Toronto, et qui couvre les années l921 à l966.  
 
 L'instrument de recherche est présenté selon l'ordre alphabétique du nom du marchand, la 
date et le lieu étant donnés en regard. Quant aux documents figurant dans les dossiers, ils sont 
classés dans l'ordre chronologique. 
 
 Les publications de Gary J. Lyon dans les volumes 7, 8, 9 et 10 ( sauf 1 dossier), du 
Saskatoon Stamp Centre dans le volume 11 (sauf quelques dossierss) et de Richard M. Lamb 
dans les volumes 5 et 6 ont été transférées à la section du dépôt légal de Bibliothèque et Archives 
Canada en 2008, 2009 et 2010.
