
GUIDE TO INDIAN AFFAIRS FIELD OFFICE ORGANIZATION 
IN NORT}VESTERN BRITISH COLUMBIA .. ,.H 

This guide is intended as a tool for individuals researching Native bands and their 
interaction with the Department of Indian Affairs and Northern Development (hereafter DIANO) 
in Northwest British Columbia. Because DIANO records are organized by Indian agency, it is 
necessary to know which agency was administering a band at a given time in order to retrieve 
records pertaining to that band. The history of band administration is complicated in any agency 
as a result of changes to the bureaucratic structure of DIANO over time, but particularly so with 
the Northwest Coast agency due to its remoteness in the early years, the nomadic nature of 
several of the bands, and changes in agency boundaries due to improved accessibility to agency 
offices. This guide will enable the researcher to trace variations in band/ agency affiliations over 
time and thus narrow the records search. 

Sources 

The Annual Reports of DIANO and its predecessors were by far the most useful source. 
For the years from 1881 to 1916 and 1924, these reports are very extensive including such 
information as bands, census data, school data, production statistics of various bands, etc. The 
Report of the Royal Commission on Indian Affairs for the Province of British Columbia of 1916 
provided a verification for data gathered from the Annual Reports as it details bands within each 
agency and the reserves occupied by each. The Black Series records relating to administration 
of Indian Affairs in B.C. between 1872 and 1959 contained some facts to fill in gaps left by the 
Annual Reports. Particularly useful was a list of bands and reserves from 1951. However, the 
bulk of the information which those records could provide was available in the Annual Reports 
in an aggregated format. Unfortunately, the Black Series records are thin for the same periods 
as the gaps in the Annual Reports. For more recent information, DIANO Band Contact Lists 
for 1984, 1985, 1987, 1988, and 1993 were consulted. 

While some published sources were used, not many were directly relevant to the research 
at hand but were more useful for giving background linguistic and anthropological information. 
However, Wilson Duff's The Impact of the White Man of 1963 contains a list of bands which 
allowed a further clarification of jurisdictional movement of bands among agencies. 

The resulting data is thus very complete up until 1916. Single sources from 1924, 1951, 
1963 are all that was available for the years up to the 1980's. If the researcher is looking for 
band information for a specific year which falls within these gaps, it may be useful to examine 
the agency records, many of which are available at the Vancouver Federal Records Centre in 
Burnaby, B. C. Time did not permit a thorough consultation of these records in the preparation 
of this guide. The continuity of the finding aid is based on the assumption that bands' 
jurisdictions did not change in the intervening years. 
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, How to Use the Guide 

The following entries are arranged alphabetically by the name of the agency or district. 
This is followed by its dates of existence and the name and term of office of the agent or 
superintendent responsible for it. If the year is unknown, a question mark is used; where the 
year is uncertain a question mark precedes it. This is followed by the geographic boundaries 
of the agency, if known. Next in the entry is the list of bands administered by the agency and 
the years of association (again, question marks are used when the year is not firmly established 
or is unknown). Additional notes on band movement may be added after the outside dates are 
given. 

In some cases, additional information has been inserted between the band name and dates. 
In the case of the Northwest Coast Agency, the cultural nation affiliation of the band has also 
been given as this was information which was recorded in early Annual Reports. The Babine 
Agency entry also contains additional information. In this case, the bracketed entries after the 
band name indicate the division to which the band was assigned by the Indian Agent R.C. 
Loring in his entries in the Annual Reports. 

During the 1970s and 1980s, many agencies were amalgamated into district offices. With 
each amalgamation, the tracking of the new office's dates, agents, geographic boundaries and 
bands administered becomes increasingly difficult. Given time constraints, no attempt was made 
to prepare separate entries for some of the later district offices which absorbed numerous 
agenciys. Any available information relating to these offices (i.e., dates of existence, the name 
of its successor) is provided in the same place the name appears. For example, Bella Coola 
Agency amalgamated with Fraser District Office in 1977 to form Vancouver District Office, 
which subsequently amalgamated with the Central Interior and Northwest District offices to form 

· Coast Interior District Office. The researcher will not find a separate entry for either the
Vancouver District Office or the Coast Interior District Office. Some information about the time
period of these offices may be found, however, under "Successor Agency/ Agencies" in the entry
for the Bella Coola Agency.

Information in the entries may also be accessed by either the Index of Bands or the Index 
of Agencies which follows them. The Index of Bands is arranged alphabetically by band name. 
For example, if a researcher were looking for information on the Kitselas Band's association 
with DIAND, she or he would look in the index and be guided to agency entries on pages 3, 4, 
12, 13, 15, 17, 20, and 21. The researcher would then know which agency administered 
Kitselas band during which period, and thus trace the band's movement within DIAND's 
bureaucratic structure. The Index of Agencies is arranged alphabetically by the name of the 
agency or district and includes the names of predecessor and successor bodies. 

The preferred band name used in this finding aid is the most recent name used by 
DIAND. Spelling variations and alternate names are given in a footnote the first time the band 
name appears in an agency entry. The index is only to the preferred names which appear in the 
main text.

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GUIDE DE L'ORGANISATION DES BUREAUX LOCAUX DU 
MINISTERE DES AFFAIRES INDIENNES 

DANS LE NORD-OUEST DE LA COLOMBIE-BRITANNIQUE 

Ce guide s' adresse aux personnes qui effectueront des recherches sur les bandes indiennes 
et leurs relations avec le ministere des Affaires indiennes et du Nord canadien ( ci-apres nomme 

/ le MAINC) dans le nord-ouest de la Colombie-Britannique. Etant donne que les dossiers du 
MAINC sont classes par agence indienne, il faut savoir quelle agence administrait une bande a
une epoque donnee pour avoir acces aux dossiers concernant cette bande. L'hist01ique de 
!'administration des bandes est complexe pour toutes les agences,. en raison des changements 
survenus dans la structure bureaucratique du MAINC au fil du temps; c'est particulierement le 
cas de l' Agence de la cote du Nord-Quest en raison de son isolement dans les premieres annees· 
de sa creation, du caractere nomade de plusieurs des bandes et de la modification des limites du 
territoire relevant de la responsabilite de l' agence, qui s' explique par une plus grande facilite 
· d' acces aux bureaux des agences. Ce guide permettra a�x chercheurs de retracer les changements
survenus dans l' affiliation des bandes ou des agence�i au cours des annees, ce qui facilitera les
recherches dans les dossiers.

Les rapports annuels du MAINC et des minister�s qui l'on precede se sont averes de loin 
les sources les plus utiles. De 1881 a 1916 et en 1924, ces rapports etaient tres approfondis et 
comprenaient, entre autres, des renseignements sur les bandes, des donnees de recensement, des 
donnees sur les ecoles et des statistiques sur la production de di verses bandes. Le Report of the 
Royal Commission on Indian Affairs for the Province of British Columbia, publie en' 1916, a 
pennis de verifier les donnees recueillies clans les rapports ammels, car on y trouve des 
renseignements sur les bandes relevant de chaque agence ainsi que sur leurs reserves. Les 
dossiers de la «Serie noire» (Black Series) relatif s a l' administration des Affaires indiennes en 
Colombie-Britannique de 1872 a 1959 contenaient certains faits qui ont pem1is de combler les 
lacunes des rapports annuels. Un index de bandes et de reserves etabli a partir de 1951 s'est 
avere particulierement utile. Mais i' essentiel de !'information que pouvaient foumir ces dossiers 
se trouvait dans les rapports annuels sous une forme globale. Malheureusement, les dossiers de 
la Se1ie noire en disent aussi peu que les rapports annuels au sujet de certaines periodes. Pour 
la derniere d6cennie, nous avons consulte les listes des personnes-ressources du MAINC au sein 
des bandes pour les annees 1984, 1985, 1987, 1988 et 1993. 

Nous avons egalement consulte certains documents publies, mais un petit nornbre 
concernaient directement la recherche en cours; ils contenaient cependant des renseignements 
utiles de nature linguistique et anthropologique. L' ouvrage de Wilson Duff, intitule The Impact 
of the White Man (1963), contient un index de bandes qui a permis d'eclaircir davantage les 
changements d'affiliation des bandes aux agences. 
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Les renseignements obtenus sont done tres complets jusqu'en 1916. Des documents 
uniques datant de 1924, 1951 et 1963 sont les seules sources que nous avons pu trouver pour 
la periode allant jusqu'aux annees 1980. Les chercheurs qui desirent des renseignements sur 
certaines bandes pour une annee particuliere comprise entre les Jacunes ci-dessus pourraient 
examiner les dossiers des agences, dont un grand nombre est disponible au Centre federal des 
documents de Vancouver, situe a Burnaby (C.-B..). Nous n'avons pas eu le temps de consulter 
a fond ces dossiers au cours de la preparation de ce guide. La continuite des donnees recueillies 

,,est fondee sur l'hyp0these·-selon laquelle l'affiliation des bandes n'a.pas change au cours des 
annees intermediaires. 

Comment utiliser le i!Uide 

Le guide est strue:tuiie.·<Selon·:'V.ordre a]phabetique dt1 ·nom des agenc�.s .. et.des .districts. 
Chaque section indique les dates de creation et de dissolution de l'agence ou du district et le nom 
de l'agent ou du surintendant qui en etait responsable, _ainsi que la periode au cours de laquelle 
il a exerce ses fonctions. Si Pannee est inconnue, un point d'interrogation l'indique; si l'on n'en 
est pas stir, un point d'interrogation la precede. Suivent ensuite les limites geographiques de 
l'agence, si elles sont connues, et !'index des bandes administrees par l'agence et les annees 
d' association ( des points d' interrogation indiquent encore que .l' annee est incertaine ou inconnue). 
Des notes sur les deplacements des bandes peuvent suivre ces dates a l' occasion. 

Dans certains cas, des renseignements ont ete ajoutes entre le nom des bandes et les 
dates. Dans le cas de I' Agence de la cote du Nord-Quest, !'affiliation culturelle des bandes a une 
nation a ete ·indiquee, car elle figurait dans les premiers· rapports annuels. La section relative a
1' Agence Babine contient egalement des renseignements supplementaires. Dans ce cas· precis, 
les renseignements figurant entre parentheses apres le nom des bandes precisent la division a
laquelle appartenait la bande selon ce qu' avait indique l' agent R. C. Loring dans les rapports 
annuels. 

Au cours des annees 70 et 80, de nombreuses agences ont ete regroupees en bureaux de 
district. Avec chaque fusion, il devient de plus en.plus difficile de retracer les dates, les agents, 
les limites geographiques et les bandes administrees par le nouveau bureau. En raison du manque 
de temps, nous n'avons pas tente d'etablir de nouvelles sections en ce qui conceme certains des 
bureaux de district qui ont absorbe recemment de nombreuses agences. Tous les renseignements 
disponibles au sujet de ces bureaux ( c' est-a-dire les dates de creation et de dissolution et le nom 
du bureau qui a pris la releve) figurent au meme endroit que le nom. Par exemple, l' Agence de 
Bella Coola a fusionne avec le Bureau du District de Fraser en 1977 pour constituer le Bureau 
du District de Vancouver, lequel a par la suite fusionne avec les bureaux du centre-interieur et 
du district du nord-ouest, pour constituer le Bureau du District de la cote et de l'interieur. Les 
chercheurs ne trouveront pas de section distincte relative au Bureau du District de Vancouver 
ou au Bureau du District de la cote et de l'interieur. Ils pourront cependant trouver certains 
renseignements sur les dates de fusion de ces bureaux sous la rubrique «Agence(s) posterieure(s)» 
dans la section consacree a 1' Agence de Bella Coola. 
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Les lecteurs pourront retracer des renseignements figurant dans les sections en consultant 
l'index des bandes ou !'index des agences, qui se trouvent a la fin de l'ouvrage. L'index des 
bandes regroupe les noms de bande par ordre alphabetique. Par exemple, si un chercheur desire 
des renseignements sur l'association de la bande Kitselas avec le MAINC, il consultera l'index, 
qui comporte des renvois aux pages (3-5), (15), (16), (18), (21), (25) et (26). Il saura alors 
quelle agence a administre la bande Kitselas durant une periode donnee, et pourra ainsi retracer 
les variations qui ont caracterise l' affiliation de la bande au sein de la structure bureaucratique 

/ du MAINC. L'index des agences regroupe les noms des agences et des districts par ordre 
alphabetique et comprend les noms des organism es anterieurs et posterieurs. 

Les noms de bande utilises dans le present guide sont les noms les plus recents employes 
par le Ministere. Les variantes et les autres noms figurent dans une note en bas de page la 
premiere fois que le nom de la bande apparait dans une section portant sur une agence. Ces 
variantes et autres noms ne figurent pas dans l'index des bandes.
