
A Guide to the Use of the Finding Aid 
to the RG 76 Immigration Pamphlet Collection 

The Immigration Pamphlet Collection 

The First and Second Central Registry Series of the Records of the Immigration Branch (RG 76, Series B 1), contain extensive documentation of all aspects of immigration to Canada from the early 1890s to the mid -1960s. As part of its efforts to attract suitable 
immigrants and to monitor the adaptation of particular groups of immigrants to Canada, 
the Inmiigration Branch both produced a wide range of promotional materials and collected 
printed materials created by private immigration schemes, charitable organizations, 
transportation companies, and other groups involved in the immigration process. Many of 
these materials took the form of pamphlets, booklets, broadsides, and posters. These 
printed materials were placed on registry files along with related correspondence and other 
records. 

After the transfer of the First Central Registry Series (B 1 a) to the National Archives of 
Canada and their subsequent microfilming, many of the printed materials were removed from the files and stored elsewhere. Printed materials were also removed from a small 
number of files from the Second Central Registry Series (B 1 b). Many of the posters 
were removed and stored in special cabinets. The posters are still in the custody of the 
Government Archives Division, and are listed in an appendix to the RG 76 Records 
Inventory. Most of the pamphlets and smaller broadsides were also removed from the files. 
Unlike the posters, however, the pamphlets were transferred to the custody of the former 
Public Archives Library, and were incorporated into its pamphlet collection. As a result, 
while the pamphlets originally located in the First Central Registry Series (Series B 1 a) appear on the microfilm version of the series, the original pamphlets are now catalogued 
in the collection of the Doughty Library, National Archives of Canada. The Second Central 
Registry Series has not yet been microfilmed, and the pamphlets which were removed are 
available in the Doughty Library only. Because the majority of the items removed were 
pamphlets, the collection is commonly known as the "Immigration Pamphlet Collection." 

The Finding Aid to the Pamphlet Collection 

When the pamphlets were removed from the registry files, two photocopies were made of 
each pamphlet cover. The original RG 76 volume, file, and file part numbers, and the new 
library call number were recorded on each copy. One copy was placed on the file in the 
spot where the original pamphlet had been located. The remaining copies flOW form the 
finding aid to the Pamphlet Collection. The covers have been placed in 11 binders in the 
order of the original file numbers. 
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Uses of the Finding Aid 
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The finding aid to the Immigration Pamphlet Collection provides a point of access to the 
original pamphlets which supplements the Doughty Library's catalogue. This finding aid 
allows researchers to: 

locate the originals of pamphlets that they have viewed in the microfilm version of 
the First Central Registry Series of RG 76 or that are missing from files from the 
Second Central Registry Series 

become familiar with the types of promotional materials created and collected by the 
Immigration Branch 

browse the collection for pamphlets suitable as exhibition items or book illustrations 

Consulting the Pamphlet Collection 

Pamphlets removed from their original locations on the Central Registry Files in Series B 
1 a of RG 76 are available on the microfilm version of the series. Finding Aid 76-5 
provides the microfilm reel numbers for the file references provided in the Pamphlet 
Collection Finding Aid. The microfilm version of the First Central Registry File Series may 
be borrowed via the Interlibrary Loan System through libraries in North America and 
overseas. Pamphlets removed from Second Central Registry Series files can be consulted 
in the Doughty Library only. 

The originals of all the removed pamphlets are available in the Doughty Library, located 
on the first floor of the National Archives Main Building, 395 Wellington Street, (613) 996- 
7678. Please contact the library if you wish to consult the collection and/or arrange a loan. 
Please note that any extremely rare or fragile pamphlets may not be available for loan. 
Some covers and other portions of pamphlets have been photographed, and prints and 
slides of these may be purchased. Contact the Doughty Library for access to their contact 
cards. 

A small number of pamphlets were returned to their original locations in RG 76. If the 
Doughty Library cannot locate a pamphlet, please contact the Government Archives 
Division archivist responsible for RG 76.

Prince Albert, N. W. T., Aug. 14.-Land, 
land, land.

That the datintless "American" should have a hand in opening this Northwest em- 
pire was evident from the moment the first joyful whoop of the homesteader echoed 
over the border. 

The Dominion government is being 
praised by its friends and frowned upon by Uncle Sam for its aggressive missionary work in the United States, but the Minister 
of the Interior is not to be praised or 
blamed for all things that came to pass out here in the open. God put the "goods" 
in the ground and put it in the soul of the 
Yankee to go after them. And he's going -going with a cheerful optimism that in- 
spires others to follow. So great is his spee(l that he l)icks tip those who have been 
resting by the wayside, sleeping, as it were, 
on the road to success, and carries them forward as waste paper and dead leaves are 
drawn in the wake of the Limited. 

A few moss -grown grumhlers sit tight to 
the stones upon which they have been rest- ng for a quarter of a century, hitch their 
shoulders, smile knowingly and name the 
Yankee fool. A fool he is to these-a fool 
who would rush in where the old-time na- 
tive 'angel" has feared to tread. And when 
s few years later they see the Yankee there 
with the goods, these same sneering, pessi- 
rnistic parasitic ptillbacks make (loleful 
prophecy anent the Yankee invasion.

Mr. Shanks, roadmaster on the Canadian Northern, heard the story of Joseph Glenn and threw tip his job. Midway between 
\Vinnipeg and Portage la Prairie he bought 
a quarter section in 1902 from which he har- 
vested 35 bushels per acre. This land cost 
Mr. Shanks $12 per acre. The other day 
the man returned to buy his farm back. He 
offered Shanks $i8 an acre for the same 
laud he sold for $12, but he had to go back 
without making a trade; Shanks likes the 
place. 

From the earliest development to the 
presemit day the Yankee has left his mark 
upon the Dominion. Think of the Cana- 
dian Pacific and you think of Van Home- 
Shaughuessy. These two figures hulk 
large on the canvas when you paint the 
Canadian railway. And now, in the dawn 
of a new century, conies another American 
manager who has cleared the right of way 
for one of the gramidest and boldest pieces 
of roadmaking ever undertaken on this con- 
tinent. And if he shall succeed, as he sure- 
ly will, despite countless obstacles and 
snares set by the unscrupulous, his name 
will be written indelibly UOfl the minds, 
and held in the hearts of the pioneers of 
the Northwest. This for the reason that 
the Grand Trunk Pacific is called for by the 
growing settlements, now 20. 50 and even 70 
miles from any railway. The children of 
these lone settlers, when they hear the first 
joyful cry of the steed of steel, will rise tip 
and call him blessed.

The matter of endeavoring to arrange a convention of former 
united States people now living in Canada, will be taken up by the 
executive of the Association at its next neeting. It is thought that 
if a big and successful convention of forrrier "Gtates" people can be 
pulled off at so:e central point in western Canada, it v;ill be of 
Rreat benefit from a publicity Point of view. The idea would be to 
have a two-day convention with the program chiefly made up of speech- 
es and papers b:r former residents of the states, testifying to their 
successful exr'erlences in western Canada and telling of the population, 
growth and development of their respective districts or cities. The 
convention would probably conclude with a banquet. It is intended to 
have the convention organize an association of Western Canada settlers, 
who forLerly lived In the United States. This association would then 
have annual meetings, which would very likely become very important 
events. 

This idea of a convention of ex -Americans Is borrowed from 
the successful experiences of the Texas railways in holding an annual 
convention of northern people who have settled in Texas. It will be 
useless to undertake this matter, however, without the cordial and 
active co-operation of the different localities throughout the west, as representation at the convention would depend entirely upon how act- ive the local boards of trade and other bodies were in seeing that good delegations were sent. The papers and speeches would make splen- did advertising material and the novelty of the event might be the means of attracting a great deal of newspaper attention in the United $tates. The Dominion Governoent Iiigration Bureau is planning to bring two large excursions of United States newspaper men to the west this year, and the Association will probably "bring out two saller parties. The date of the convention might be arranged 80 that one or aore of these parties would be present. 

I would urge you to give this matter your careful attention and write me your ideas in regard to it. Can such a convention be successfully arranged? Would it be worth the time id effort in your opinIon 
The Canadian railway companies report that those of our rnembers engaged in the land business, who avail themselves of the transportation privileges offered for such members, are not always careful to provide their representatives with requests for trans- portation written on the letterheads of the member, as required. A revision has recently been made of our list of rnemers an'i it is desired to make still further revision. All members engaged in the land business should send in their annual dues at once, if they have not already done so, otherwise the secretary will assume that they do not care to retain membership in the association.

\Vhereas there is apparently a strong popular prejudice against the presence 

of consumptives in certain localities, and certain places object to the 

presence of sanatoria for the treatment of consumptives. 
Whereas the greatest source of tuberculosis is sputum of consuinptives. 

And whereas it has been (lenionstrated that when reasonable precautions 

re adopted to instruct con.;umptives as to their general conduct, especially as 

to the proper disposal of their sputum, and according to the opinion of the 

highest authorities, tuberculous patients who are educated on and act up to 

instructions given on the rianner of governing themselves, are not a source of 

infection, and are in no way a danger to the community. 
Whereas it has been advanced that the presence of a sanatorium in or 

near to a town is injuvious to the commercial interests of that town. 

Whereas it is the experience of places where sanatoria are already erected 

that the commercial intereats are not injured, but on the contrary, benefited. 

Be it therefore resolved, that in the opinion of this Association the popular 

objection to the presence of sanatoria in any locality is not justitied. 

Be it further resolved, that in view of facts which have been estabhshed 

by such eminent authorities (as appears in the appendix hereto attached), 

this Association wishes to emphasize the fact that as the educated and cous- 

cientious consumptive is not a source of danger to the community, so neither 

is a congregation of individuals in a sanatorium in any way menace to the 

public or to the immediate residents.

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A STARTLING LETTER FROM MR. II. C HAMMOND

To the People of Ontario: Toronto, September 16th, 1908. 

About three months ago my doctors ordered me to give up all business and to assume the role of an invalid during the remainder of my term 
Among the duties I am dropping is the Treasurership of the two Sanatoria at Weston, from which I have derived much pleasure since then 
inception, and I desire before passing on to appeal for the last time on behalf of our fellow -creatures who are victims of the in Si d OU S d sea se 
CONSUMPTION. 

THE DEATH ROLL FROM CONSUMPTION. 
It is estimated that in Canadi there are some 40,000 sufferers from tuberculosis, and that there are 8,000 deaths annually. In Ontari there are believed to be about 12,000 cases, and from 1896 to 1906 there were 36,700 deaths, or about 11 per cent, of the deaths from all causes. 
In Ontario in 1907 there were 2,667 deaths from it, while from smallpox, scarlet fever, diphtheria, measles, whooping cough and typhoid fevei the total dt-'ath were 1,059, or less than half. Now, let us see what has been done to fight the enemy. The National Sanitarium Associa tion have been the pioneers in this work1 The Muskoka Cottage Sanatorium for incipient cases, and a pay institution, was built in 1 96, and .inct then some 2,000 cases have been cared for. The Muskoka Free Hospital was started for indigent incipient cases in 1902, and since tli-n bar treated 1,135 patients. The Toronto Free Hospital for advanced cases was started in 1904, and since then has had 654 patients. 
The King Edward Sanatorium (pay institution) was started in 1907, and so far has had 48 patients. 
I may y that when this last was operd the Trustees thought there would be a demand f)r single wards-of necessity more expensive thar when semi -private --but they found the (lemnan(l so limited that they reduced the terms to one-half, and the place is now filled, arid I believe, witi care, it ca be made to pay expenses, and we are doing good to a larger number of people. His Excellency Earl Grey graciously came up to th opening of the King Edward, which passed oil very well, and we thought, "Well, now, some new interest will be taken in trh work."---- - -- PROMISES MANY --DEEDS FEW. - - 

In March last a large meeting of municipal representatives of Ontario was held at the Royal Alexandra Theatre, with His Excellency th 
)overnor-General in the chair, and the Lieutenant-Uovernor was also present.. 

Mr. Gurney, in introducing Fus Excellency, complimented you on your breadth of view, and his words read as if he believed them. The 
Joverrior-General and the Lieutenant-Governjr made stirring speeches; Messrs. Gage arid Charlton gave information, and the Mayors and other 
ielegates all spoke nice wrds, all looking toward action. I am disaopoint4d at the report of the speech made by the Honor -able Provmcial 
ecretary, who, while assuring the meeting of the interest taken by the Government, did not promise anything until to- morrow, and so far 

I cannot learn that anything has been done. He did suggest the distribution of a pamphlet, neatly printed, on the disea-o 
o that everyone should be informed about the nature f it, but that strikes me like ordering a pail of water to extinguish the top story of the 
'arliament Buildings if ablaze. 

MORE VIGOROUS METHODS REQUIRED. 
This namby-pamby way of handling tuberculosis Is not worth a grain of salt. It must be taken 

old of with plenty of money behind, by strong hands, by the scruff of the neck, and literally 
'yanked" out of the people of this community. 

Two hundred thousand dollars has been spent in land, buildings and equipment of the two Muskoka Sanatoria, and over $250,000 has been 
pent in maintenance.

We have spent $83,000 on two at Weston, and $68,000 on maintenance.

In 1905 the Mountain Sanatorium was built at Hamilton, with a capacity of 30, for local patients. 
The deaths in Ontario for the past five years have been: 1903, 2,723; 1904, 2,877; 1905, 2,669; 1906, 2,911, and 1907, 2,667, or an 

verage of 2,769 per year. 

Now, what accommodation have we in Ontario at present in the way of sanatoria to take care of a proportion of 12,000 cases? 
.Ve have :-Muskoka Cottage, 85; Muskoka Free, 75; Toronto Free, 65: King Edward, 25; 1ountain, Hamilton, 30. In all, 280. 
)oes this not strike you as rather thin? 

The majority of those afflicted are adults, and they die at the most productive age of life. The great majority of those who die in Ontario are 
-ood Canadian lives, not the ash.çj as some that the Dominion Government has been_p gand avipgj durgthe ptys; but 
ecasionally we comerosà cases here and I aTfLa where emig tvilipp in through the careless inspection of The Dominion Govern- 
ient. oth at point of embarkation and also of entry into Canada; and when we asked what their doctor said of their lungs before leaving the old

ter their arrival in this country if it could be proved they had the germs of the disease when they landed. This would be cheaper than 

seping them in our hospitals, and prevent Canada from being made a dumping ground for diseased paupers.
